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Summer clerkship – Paediatrics – Syllabus

Duration of clerkship: 
80 hours of professional clerkship, confirmed by the supervising tutor. The clerkship should be performed within two weeks. The clerkship can be passed either at the children’s wards of the chosen hospital (thereinafter “Ward”) or at the clinic of a children and adolescents’ practitioner (thereinafter “Clinic”). 
The procedures performed by the student during the clerkship will be confirmed by the respective health care facility in the student’s Logbook = “List of practical procedures”. 
Requirements of the clerkship: 
The objective of the summer clerkship in paediatrics is mastering the basics of paediatric propaedeutics, physiological aspects of growth and psychomotor development, changes in physical examination in particular periods of childhood, and to familiarize the student with the basics of therapeutic and prophylactic care of children from the neonate age to young adulthood. Another aim of the clerkship is to give the students a chance to obtain or deepen some clinical skills. All the procedures are performed by the students under a physician’s supervision.  
Students 

1. will be guided in training in paediatric physical examination and taking the history with a special focus on perfect performance;  
2. will obtain thorough orientation in prophylactic aspects of paediatrics – neonate screening (including taking the data during the clerkship at the Ward), vaccination, prophylaxis through administration of vitamins D and K, the matter of particular prophylactic examinations at the Clinic; 

3. will master the basic treatment of a child from the neonate to toddler age, such as diaper changing, lubrication of the diaper area, assistance in breastfeeding training, and they will also obtain the skills of preparation of milk formula and bottlefeeding as well as feeding the child by spoon; 

4. will be able to perform anthropometric examination by measuring the length/height, weighing the child and measuring the circumference of the child’s head; they will learn about growth diagrams and will be able to evaluate them; 
5. under specialist supervision, they will perform a thorough physical examination of a 
(a) child at the neonate age, (b) infant, (c) toddler, (d) pre-school child, (e) young school-age child, (f) assessment of development of the puberty in adolescents; 
6. will learn about clinical manifestations and findings in physical examination of common children’s ailments (neonatal jaundice, failure to thrive, growth disorder, backwardness, acute respiratory infections, acute gastroenteritis, acute infections of urinary pathways, skin eruptions);  

7. will master the technique of urine sampling for chemical analysis of urine, urine sediment and urine culture, blood sampling for blood count, biochemistry, erythrocyte sedimentation rate, and possibly assist in insertion of an IV for an older child (when working at Ward);   
8. shall be familiarized with indikcations of complementary investigations (x-ray, ultrasound, cardiologic and neurologic examination, indication for physiotherapy); 
9. will be involved in decision-making concerning the necessity of the child’s admission to hospital; 

10. are advised to study the aspects of acute children’s care in seminars; 
11. during their clerkship, the will learn about the clerical work connected with the sick child’s admission and discharge, or the clerical work connected with everyday operation of the Clinic. 
12. They will compile one case study with the differential diagnosis and closer description of the primary disease. The extent required is 2-3 pages.
